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Circular: Important Guidelines Regarding Mobile Phones and School Discipline 

Dear Parents, 

To ensure a focused and disciplined learning environment, the school management is implementing strict 

regulations regarding the mobile phones and adherence to the school’s code of conduct. The school generally 

discourages students from carrying mobile phones. However, recognizing specific needs, the following rules 

apply: 

 Classes XI & XII: Students are permitted to bring mobile phones to school but must submit them at the 

Guard Room immediately upon arrival. 

 Classes IX & X: Students may only bring a phone if prior written permission has been obtained from 

the Principal’s office. Additionally, these students must carry their 2025-26 Student ID Card to 

validate their identity, while depositing the phone at the Guard Room.  

 Below Class IX: Students are strictly prohibited from bringing mobile phones under any circumstances. 

Important Note: If a student is found in possession of a mobile phone in violation of these rules, the phone will 

be confiscated and will not be returned to the student or parent. 

General Discipline and Uniform 

It has been observed that some students are frequently arriving late and neglecting the school’s discipline policy. 

We expect every student to arrive on time and in proper school uniform, which includes: 

1. Completely ironed school uniform. 

2. Appropriate haircut. 

3. Clean, polished shoes. 

4. Trimmed Nails. 

5. No jewellery  

Disciplinary Action for Violations: 

 First & Second Instance: A formal warning will be issued to the student. 

 Third Instance: A Yellow Card will be issued, which will be recorded in the student’s disciplinary file 

and may impact their participation in school activities.
